The expansion of the university has literally placed a scholarship hall across
the street from the Campus House. This is a physical reminder of the important
mission of CC and the stellar location of the Campus House. Also, the proximity
of the House to the local bar scene allows for the Friday night Hot Dog ministry.
The CC staff and students cook 300 - 400 hot dogs that are free for distribution
to those revelers and passers-by. This allows for outreach in the name of Christ
and interesting conversation.

The year brought many fellowship, outreach and ministry activities which challenged my
view of my time as well as my boundaries. Many times this semester | had to be reminded
that nothing is mine and that all things belong to God and that He can do whatever He
desires with them. God challenged many of my personal attitudes toward my life
circumstances and continues to refine me into the woman He wants me to be.

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| feel kind of like the man whose wife asks him how his day went and he says,
“Fine.” It is hard to summarize a whole year. It has been extremely busy, but | have
intentionally limited some of the activity this summer so that | can focus on my wife, the
new program of families picking up students at KCI, writing a book, organizing my office
and learning Chinese.

The trip to China in July last year was significant in establishing stronger ties with
Chinese students. Consequently, it seems that | have specialized more with Chinese
students this year, although not exclusively. The English studies, the Chinese Bible class,
the individual connections...all seem to have been strengthened as | can speak with students
about deep spiritual concerns, family relationships, philosophical viewpoints, etc. Recently
one of the students told me how disappointed he is in his chosen field of study, that it
seems empty and almost futile. Many consider me as a good friend, some as a father, and
some as a grandfather!

After discussing with Joe Potts about the problems with KCI transportation for
incoming international students, especially in August but also in January, | was pleased
that he accepted the idea of having American Christian families to pick them up. The
biggest challenge is recruiting American families who will take the time to do this and be
excited about this kind of ministry/service. Currently | have flight information for 36
students, and have about 15 to 20 families recruited for a potential total of 60 students,
which is a cut-off number. Many more will be coming this fall. How great it would be if
there were enough families to welcome all the new students! | do think that the “program”
will grow and be a great satisfaction to all, especially to God (I pray).

Because of my involvement with TESL (Teaching English as a Second Language),
many doors are opened that otherwise would not be. | still realize and emphasize that
God is the One Who opens doors for the Good News. Students are telling me that | need
to put my methods of teaching into a book. This will help me in my teaching in the future,
and hopefully will help many students in the struggle to learn to speak English clearly and
to understand when others speak.

Having my office at home has been convenient in some ways. The inappropriateness
of having female students come to my office/home has led me to study with a lot of
students at the Burge Union. | miss the use of the copier, but do have a small printer here,
which | use a lot. | still need to arrange my papers and books better for access and use.
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
